Half-mailed at the Grammys in Woodland Hills

I know that" half-mailed" is not really a word! But it does
accurately describe one of the newest improvements
contributing to the renaissance at Pierce College. (I will
explain my inclusion of" Grammys" in a bit.)
Most community members are familiar with the Pierce
pedestrian mall, the central walkway serving the acade­
mic core of our campus. Over the years, this path had
become a worn, patchwork of disrepair. Much too nar­
row in many spots, the mall provided very little seating
for studying and socializing. Inadequate lighting creat­
ed an uninviting environment for evening students and
visitors. Although used by thousands of people each
day, the mall was merely a transit corridor. During the
last few months, the mall has been undergoing a remark­
able transformation. I hope you have an opportunity to
stop by and enjoy the changes. Start your tour by enter­
ing our campus from Winnetka Avenue until you reach
the just-completed student drop-off area located next to
the new Student Services Building. This attractive
entrance to our pedestrian mall includes a shaded shel­
ter with comfortable benches, lighting, landscaping, and
a flagpole court. Built in the Spanish Mission-style, this
pedestrian-oriented facility is very welcoming. From this
point, you can observe the improved portion of the mall
which extends to our Library. The renovations include
coordinated and roomier paving surfaces, stylish lighting,
attractive signage, water-wise landscaping, and a won­
derful variety of seating areas. These physical enhance­
ments have already nurtured an environment encourag­
ing interaction between staff, faculty, and students. The
second half of the mall reconstruction has now begun
with contractors starting the transformation from the
Library to our MasonNictory parking lot.
I also want to share some great news with you: Pierce
has been awarded the design industry's equivalent of a
Grammy. The Student Services Building will receive the
Calibre Sustainable Design Award from the International
Interior Design Association. The Calibre is one of the
most recognized honors acknowledging outstanding
interiors projects. It is especially gratifying to know that
the College's commitment to construct environmental­
ly-friendly buildings is being saluted by this honor.
All of us at Pierce appreciate the public's continued sup­
port for enhancing Pierce College facilities and academic
programs.
