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We took a stand to oppose two Cell Towers that were
not good for the Community. 1. At Dumetz and
Topanga on the southwest corner and at the Mosque
being built on Platt Ave. between EI Camino High and
Hale Jr. High. The Companies need to better design
these sites so they blend with the surrounding neigh­
borhoods. They were both denied by the South Valley
Area Planning Commission.

Graffiti Removal Service

Taggers come from all walks of life. No community is
immune to the effects of graffiti. The presence of
Graffiti degrades our communities and empowers the
criminal element. Graffiti in the form of Tagging if
unchecked only breeds more Tagging. The most
important tool in combating Graffiti is the removal of
graffiti. The City of Los Angeles operates a free graffi­
ti removal service. If you observe graffiti in your neigh­
borhood simply call 311 and ask to be connected to
the Graffiti Removal Service. You will be required to
provide the location of the graffiti, the type of surface
(cement, wood, plaster etc.) and the color of the sur­
face.

The city also maintains a cash reward for information
that leads to the arrest of individuals committing graf­
fiti. "A reward of up to $1, 000 is offered to private
persons who supply information resulting in the iden­
tification, apprehension and conviction or final adjudi­
cation of persons committing the crime of Graffiti
Vandalism or Illegal Dumping (the act of graffiti or
vandalism must have already occurred to be in
progress". We stress the words "Information that
leads to" not action that lead to. Stay smart and don't
jeopardize your safety. If you observe tagging in
progress maintain a safe distance and call 911. Never
attempt to apprehend someone.

With its studios, film industry, and television show pro­
duction, Los Angeles is recognized as the world's enter­
tainment capital. The sedate academic environment
found on most college campuses has seemingly little rela­
tionship to Hollywood celebrity. Pierce College, however,
has nurtured many" stars," students who have gone on to
become leaders in their chosen fields. This distinguished
group includes many athletes, who began their starring
roles on our campus.

Recently, our athletic department initiated an effort to
recognize those who have taken leading roles in sports
achievement. Last month, twelve people were inducted
into Pierce's new Athletic Hall of Fame. These first hon­
orees include many headliners you will immediately rec­
ognize and others who are admired but less in the public
limelight. Starting with the famous in baseball: popular
California Angels' pitcher Doug DeCinces began his dis­
tingUished career earning All-Conference honors while
playing for Pierce from 1969-70 and San Francisco star
pitcher and Cy Young awardee Barry Zito led our 1998
winning team. Football inductees include Mark Harmon,
Pierce's All-American who quarterbacked our 1970 and
1971 teams and is now a celebrated actor, and Eric Kramer
who spent 1983 and 1984 as our college's starting quar­
terback and eventually broke records during his 13
National Football League seasons. Denny Crum, one of
basketball's all-time greatest coaches honed his skills
playing for Pierce from 1954-56 and later coached win­
ning teams at UCLA, Pierce, and at the University of
Louisville, where he led his teams to two national champi­
onships.

Other inductees included two accomplished volleyball
coaches: Marv Dunphy, one of Pierce's first volleyball
stars has now coached the Pepperdine Waves for twenty­
seven years and two Olympic teams; and Ken "Big
Daddy" Stanley, who led our men's team to three state
championships. Former head football coach Ray Bishop,
remembered for mentoring students was honored. as was
coach Geri Fiorello who was instrumental in starting the
women's sports program on our campus and also in writ­
ing the "TItle 9" regulations enabling girls and women
nationwide to participate in sports. Fellow inductee Erwin
Goldbloom coached Pierce wrestling teams to many
championships and became a renowned national
wrestling official. 80b Lyons, an invaluable contributor to
campus sports, both as baseball coach and athletic direc­
tor, had his many accomplishments cited during the
induction. And the late, great Paul" Wizard of Winnetka"
Xanthos who amassed a 550-94 win-loss record during his
28-year of coaching Pierce tennis teams, rounded out the
list of outstanding Inductees.
