However, you may not be aware that television, radio,
and newspaper reports citing temperatures in
Woodland Hills all originate on our campus. Since
1949, Pierce College has maintained its own weather
station, which provides official atmospheric statistics
to the National Weather Service. Over the years, the
station has undergone major upgrades to ensure the
latest sensors and equipment are in place to serve the
community. In fact, the Los Angeles Times has laud­
ed the facility as the" Rolls Royce of weather stations."
Reflecting this reputation, the Pierce station's website
has become very popular with over 20,000 "hits" per
month. People seeking immediate information about
current temperatures or precipitation can rely on the
automated data continually updated on the website.
Those seeking historical weather statistics can search
the archives providing decades of records. The web
pages also contain a wealth of educational material
regarding weather science oriented for both the
layperson and professional. I invite you to explore
this service which is easily accessible via the
"Community" link at piercecollege.edu.

Thankfully, hot weather has not deterred students
from the pursuit of their academic goals, with 20,134
enthusiastic enrollees crowded into Pierce classes.
Recent high school graduates, continuing students,
and those seeking job training are eager education
consumers. This has created a growing demand for
our campus' high quality courses. At the same time,
state fiscal restrictions have significantly reduced
course offerings. As a result, a very substantial num­
ber of students were unable to obtain needed classes
this semester. Due to the ongoing economic problems
confronting California, I anticipate a few challenging
years before Pierce is able to fully satisfy educational
demand. Clearly, a college education remains, in fig­
urative sense, popularly "hot" despite the very chilly
economic situation. Rest assured that all of us on
campus are devoted to students and will continue to
direct all available resources to ensuring their success.
